In our busy world, the Sunday dinner for four hours may now
only be Birthday or Holiday dinners, the food is low-fat lasagna, turkey meatballs, and frozen yogurt for dessert, but the importance of family dis-
cussions, and of course, solutions are still with us. I could not have known how wonderful it is to be from such a rich culture until | traveled out-
side of New York City and realized not everyone was so lucky.

The first of many surprises about my heritage began while living in New Jersey and Minnesota. Outside New York City, Italian-
Americans are often considered suspicious, and coming from Brooklyn only added to that aura of negativity. Many years passed before | found a
way of changing this misconception.
